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Odyssey of the Mind announces World Champions of Creativity

East Lansing, M.I. --- Out of over 847 teams of seven, 19 have been declared winners of the 2015 Odyssey of the Mind World Finals. Our team placed (placement). We represented (your town) on a world stage and competed against the best of the best in the entire program. There were teams from 33 U.S. states and 16 other countries.

These teams from all over the world traveled to Michigan State University in order to compete for the title of World Champion. 

Odyssey of the Mind encourages innovative thinking and recognizes exceptional creativity through its competition. Our team worked for months and was considered to be the best in (state or country). Then, after months of work, we traveled together as a team to attend this three-day event. 
Along the way, we’ve made new friends from places like Germany, India, China, and Poland. Not only did we learn about different cultures, we stretched our creative abilities to new limits by performing our solution in front of judges and completing a “spontaneous” problem. For Spontaneous we’re given just a few minutes to solve a problem given to us on the spot.

Students who developed exceptional solutions and took creative risks were invited to compete at World Finals.
